Key Dates

Time to Plan for Decentralised Energy
On 9 March 2010, the Department for Communities and Local Government 
(CLG) issued for consultation a revised version of its guidance on planning 
and climate change (Consultation on a Planning Policy Statement: 
Planning for a Low Carbon Future in a Changing Climate).  Among other 
factors, this policy is being updated because because significant new 
legislation has been introduced during the past two years, including the 
Climate Change Act 2008, and the Government’s Renewable Energy 
Strategy.

The draft PPS has moved on very significantly from the 2007 version 
in relation to its treatment of decentralised energy. The PPS now states 
that local planning authorities should assess their area for opportunities, 
focusing on opportunities at a scale which could supply more than an 
individual building, and iundertake up-to-date mapping of heat demand and 
possible sources of supply. 

The PPS goes on to state that local planning authorities should in particular 
look for opportunities to secure:

Decentralised energy to meet the needs of new development;•	
Greater integration of waste management with the provision of •	
decentralised energy; 
Co-location of  potential heat suppliers and users; and,•	
District heating networks based on renewable energy from waste, •	
surplus heat and biomass, or which could be economically converted to 
such  sources in the future.

Specific policies are now set in place to promote the use of decentralised 
energy. 

 Policy LCF 7 sets out the requirements for the local planning approach •	
to decentralised energy in new development, including guidance on 
target setting;
Policy LCF 8: outlines the local planning approach to setting authority-•	
wide targets for using decentralised energy in new development.

London Working Group

DEMaP is bringing central London boroughs together to discuss the best 
approach to cross-boundary issues. We have set up a Central London 
Working Group, which will share the knowledge that each of the boroughs 
have been building up on decentralised energy, and to benefit from each 
other's experience. So far this includes strategic planning work, heat 
mapping, development management policy and planning obligations as well 
as the practical delivery of specific DE schemes. In due course there may 
also be opportunities for joint procurement of research/services and/or the 
development of cross-boundary heat networks, and the development of a 
shared resource library.  

Hosted by Westminster City Council, the first meeting was held on 21st 
April 2010. Representatives from Camden, Islington, Kensington & 
Chelsea, Wandsworth, Westminster and the City of London were invited 
to come along and meet their counterparts from other boroughs, to outline 

the key challenges facing their borough in promoting decentralised 
energy network development, and to map out a shared set of aims and 
objectives for the Working Group. They’ve agreed a foward programme 
of regular meetings; the next one is scheduled for 23rd June 2010, in 
City of London.
